1 | DOH staff, presenters and public attendees introduced themselves.
Request by Dr. O’Donnell to add Oak Ridge/peer and performance review vendor to the agenda.
2 | Dr. Davis recommendation to approve. Dr. Parmacek second. No discussion. No opposition or
abstentions. The motion passed unanimously.
3 | e Secretary Levine provided an overview of the Tobacco Settlement Act, explaining the allocation
of research funding into Formula 70%/Non-formula 30%.

e Appendix A committee charter was developed and provided.

e The State Fiscal Year 2019-2020 estimated amount provided by the Governor’s Budget Office for
CURE health research is $45,774,000.

e The final amount for the 2018-19 non-formula Opioid priority was $11,434,009. The three grant
proposals who will receive the award are in the final review process at the Department and all
entities, award recipients and non-award recipients, that submitted proposals have been notified
of their award status.

e The Request for Application (RFA) for the 2019-2020 non-formula Alzheimer priority is in its final
revisions. When the Alzheimer RFA has been posted, the CURE website will be updated with the
link. The grant period will start June 1, 2020.

e On May 17, 2019, an email was sent notifying the Committee of the location of the posting of the
Request for Proposal for the peer and performance review vendor. The contract will begin on
October 1, 2019.

e Formula fund priorities for 2020-2021 were approved (2/11/2019) to remain clinical, health
services, and/or biomedical research.

e Non-formula funding categories of clinical and health services research, and other research for
2020-2021 were combined (2/11/2019).

4 | e Peerand Performance Review vendor —

o Department of General Services and the DOH were in the process of reviewing the
proposals for a peer and performance review vendor. Until a vendor has been
finalized, no further details can be provided. Dr. O’Donnell acknowledged her
question was addressed.

e Act 2018-126 Spinal Cord Injury Research Program —

o DOH establishing the membership of the Committee. The funding amount has been
identified as S1M.

e Any further changes pending in the legislature —

o DOH will keep Committee informed before a vote. As of the Committee meeting, no
proposed legislation has been in the State Senate or the House of Representatives.

e Appendix B high-level timeline of Formula and Non-formula grant processing was developed and
provided for HRAC.
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5 | Research priority topic concept presentations were requested by the Committee following their
review of submitted topics.

e Committee members requested clarification regarding the addition of two presentation
submissions after the deadline. Secretary Levine shared the process of receiving a request from a
Committee member and left the decision to the Committee whether to include the late
submissions. The discussion was tabled to the next committee meeting to decide on the setting
of deadlines.

e Discussion of clarification of processing, project approvals, and Q and A regarding formula RFA
67-87 led to a separate call with Dr. Masucci and Meghna Patel, Deputy Secretary of Health
Innovation for later in the day.

e Presentation order:

e Questions from the Committee included a request for clarification on the decision-making
process. Secretary Levine stated the decision of the Committee was to decide on a concept or
topic from the presentations to be used as the priority for the 2020-2021 RFA. Other questions
were posed to the presenters as well as requests for bibliographies from Dr. Finkel and Dr.
Empey.

6 | Secretary Levine reviewed Appendix C Setting Priorities. Appendix D, the Conflict of Interest policy,
was highlighted by Secretary Levine in response to an inquiry made by a member in a prior meeting.
Appendix E was provided to the members as a reference to all the priorities since the inception of the
program.
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7 | Secretary Levine facilitated the discussion to finalize the 2020-2021 priority. Clarification was
requested on funding availability at the national level for a topic, the identification of the topics and
the extent of impact of the topics on Pennsylvanians. Cancer was discussed as being robustly funded
at the national level. Vaccines were perceived by several members as a societal issue. Secretary
Levine clarified that a pharmacology department was interested in drug development that could be
part of the collaboration; however, subsidizing large pharmaceutical companies work would not be
part of the collaboration. A recommendation was to look at the topics not chosen for this round to be
options for the next round. The number of topics were reviewed, and the consensus was to remain
with one topic to permit better quality proposals, a more defined theme and a deeper dive on a
particular topic.
e Members moved to identifying their two topics —
o Dr. Davis: Vaccine and Cancer Cells; later changed Cancer to Cardiometabolic Disease
o Dr. Levine: Pharmacogenomic Testing and Geroscience. Dr. Levine acknowledged he

submitted the two additional topics. Dr. Levine disclosed a conflict of interest as a senior

author of a paper exploring the genetic variants that account for looking old when we're

young and looking young when we’re old. Dr. Levine volunteered to draft the priority.

A motion was made to extend the deadline for the submissions to the RFA from
September 27, 2019 to October 11, 2019. Dr. Davis made the motion and Dr. Levine seconded.
No discussion. No opposition or abstentions. The motion passed unanimously.
